Question: “Are you truly free or are you struggling in bondage?” 
 

Bondage: the condition of being enslaved or controlled by  
something that limits freedom

Foundation  of  Christian Freedom—In Christ 
 

 “The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me  
to preach good news to the poor.  

He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners  
and recovery of sight for the blind,  to release the oppressed,    

         to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.”
